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The LMS Learning Hub is a secure website providing account users the ability to register for Learning

How to Register  
 

Ensure the necessary requirements are complete, before you register for YWC Learning Session: 
1. A valid Learning Hub user account has been created  

2. You are logged in to your Learning Hub account 

 
To register for a session: 

 From a computer, mobile device or tablet connected to the internet, access the Learning Hub 

email from YWC Coordinator, with the description of the offered Learning Sessions.  (or click on 

the link above to connect to the Learning Hub main page) 

 Log-in to your account by following the prompts: 

 Input your email address  

 Input your password you use for Learning Hub

 You will find the course on your main page  

 Click on remove course  
 Once you click on Remove Course – you will receive an email from LMS Learning Hub
